(6) Public Comments – 
A. John Powers and Joel Deretchin on the Magnolia ISD rezoning issue – Joel Deretchin and John Powers visited Dr Stephens of Magnolia ISD on Thursday.  Most of what he covered was in the letter.  What is driving the rezoning is that Ellisor has 92% capacity and it’s growing at 8.2 percent per year.  Smith has smaller capacity and growth.  As they look ahead and see the growth and the Woodlands they are finding that Smith would grow from 64% to 73%.  They have scheduled 2 public hearings.  One is Tuesday Dec 1 and one is Thursday Dec 3rd.  The first is at Ellisor and the 2nd is at Smith.  Joel and John suggested that they let people at the 2nd hearing visit with the principal and see the school.  He did also share some TAKS test scores from Smith.  In reading and LA, Smith has a 97% rating and Ellisor has a 99% rating.  Same in Math.  In writing they are both at 99% rating.  In Science, Smith is at 88% and Ellisor is at 97%.  Other than science they match up comparably.  In terms of getting your comments to the people that make the decision.  They have a form where they ask you to put your comments in writing.  They will be given out at both public hearings and they will be directed to the school board.  In my experience, when they can see the faces of people that are directly affected they hear it better.  John Powers – open forum comment form.  They want to present your feelings to the school board.  The SRVA makes a motion to make a resolution to support May Valley residents and not rezone the area from Ellisor to Smith.  There is a sign and property in May Valley that says a school will be built in 2010.  Dr Stephens did talk about needing 2 Elementary Schools in the district.  However, they don’t have any bond money now for building new schools.  If they do a bond proposition they did say that .  Enrollment in Ellisor is 828 and 33 are from May Valley.  Phillip states the plan:

i. SRVA will adopt a resolution

ii. Go to the open forums at the school, as many as possible and voice your opinion

iii. Go to the Board Meeting with the elected officials and express your opinion to the elected officials
iv. Charles Dressler says he will go around with flyers and petition getting people to sign and to go to the meeting

v. Kerry Chew volunteers to help write the petition for residents of May Valley
