(2) Approval of 6/28 MOM-Delete 1st sentence per MBass re: amendment under Events Chair Haunted House; Motion to Approve AFasone, Second CDressler--Approved
(3)  Police Report – Montgomery County Sheriff/Woodlands Division (5 min)— Cpl. Gonzalez-of note: summertime, be vigilant!  If something doesn’t seem right contact authorities;85 decibels measured from the roadway =disorderly conduct 
(4) Township/Village Liaison Report – Anne Spaulding (5 min) Village—Peggy K for Anne Spaulding—Anne is on holiday; Watch Talk Wednesdays;Red Cross giveaway contest
