Meeting Call to Order:   7:00 
Approval of 8/22/11  Minutes:   Approved with changes to Agenda statement:  Annual – replaced with Monthly.     
President announced the resignation of board member Chris Pappas (Assistant Secretary).  With Kerri Chew (secretary) on maternity leave, Sue Young offered to take notes for this meeting.  Bob Earl accepted the nomination to take over as Assistant Secretary.   Nick Norris – made motion, Sue Young- second.  All in favor. 
Police Report:   Report given by Mr. Curtis    Information given on reported crimes in SR. This was mainly Property and Felony’s.  Many reports are due to crimes at Wal-Mart in SR.    Document on protecting property was given with great tips to be aware of.  Example; what merchandise boxes are placed in your recycle bins.  
Township/Village Liaison:  Betsy Wagner, Village Liaison provided information from last Township meeting.   Watch Talk information, National Night Out, 10 for Texas race, Taste of the Village.  
Public Comments:   Candidates for upcoming elections each provided personal information.    Resident (name not recorded) had concerns with the Park and Ride buses idling on Macbeth in front of parking lot. There are approx.. 7 to 9 buses deep at 5:30am causing too much noise.  Phillip commented that they were to be in parking lot and not on street and will look into this.  Other concerns were Traffic Light length’s at Ashlen way and Woodlands Pkwy. Suggestions were that they may be looking into this.   Mike Bass – concerned with TW Bond Issues – the transparency from directors to residents.   There was also a concern with the lack of information on the collective bargaining that is coming up for the Fire Department.   
Presidents Report – Phillip Givens:    Concern with the DSC on community signs that are currently not allowed in windows of businesses.  Phillip will continue to push that this be reevaluated and changes made.    Follow up is also being done for the sound wall for Mont Fair residents.   Mike Bass also commented on the construction being done at Ken Lakes with the school kids walking to and from school.  Response was that they should be closing off the sidewalk with a barricade or stop while children are going or coming from school. 
Treasures Report – Mike Bass:  We received $5850 in sponsorship money for the BBQ/Kids Festival.  We raised $5,850 in sponsorship fees versus a budget of $3000 and $4350 last year. The Board unanimously agreed to amend the 2011 sponsorship budget to $5,850. The BBQ cost to date is $6866. This includes everything but the cost of signs which should be about another $400 or so. The Treasurer moved that the 2011 budgeted be increased to $7300.  Ed Valverde 2nd. All  in Favor.    The review of the 2012 Budget will be at the next meeting.  Mike asked everyone to look at the report for comments and discussion. 
Event’s Report – Sue Young:   Report that the BBQ/Kids Festival was a huge hit even with the freak storm that almost blew everything away and then flooded out the event.    Special thanks to our sponsor’s, board members, CPHS & TWHS Interact clubs,  as well as special thanks to Jason Ras (resident) who worked the event for 7 hours in the heat and rain.   Many items that were purchased to be used next year as well, were all destroyed in the rain.      Next Event will be the Haunted House on Oct. 29th.     7 helpers are needed on Friday, 7 on Saturday,  and 7 or more on Sunday.  Sue will provide details and times through email within 2 weeks.   Sue will provide truck and trailer for set up / tear down but helpers are a must.    Nick Norris and Phillip Givens asked about usage of the STAR helpers for this.   An email will go out asking for volunteers.    
PR – Phillip Givens for Stephanie Carlton:  19 people signed up for the STAR program at the BBQ/Kids Fest.  He also noted that we only have a few give-a-ways left from the event and we will need to revisit the stocking of new items.  Stephanie Carlton will be looking into this further. 
Law Enforcement Council – Anthony Fasone:   no report
