In an effort to provide the safest environment to all of our neighbors and

visitors, we would like to offer the following tips to make your holiday season happier

and safer.

 ‘Tis the season to be jolly, but it is also the season to be wary of burglars, thieves,

pickpockets, and other holiday grinches. Nothing can ruin the holiday spirit faster

than becoming the victim of a crime.

 Don't allow yourself to become so burdened down with packages that you become

a tempting target. When walking through parking lots, be sure that you are aware

of your surroundings. Walk with authority. Don't look like a victim.

 Keep your vehicle locked at all times, even if you’re gone for a few minutes.

 In your vehicle do not leave valuables in plain view, hide them out of sight.

 Avoid shopping until you are exhausted. You are more alert when you are less

tired.

 Avoid carrying large amounts of cash when shopping. Avoid carrying

your checkbook, cash, and credit cards all together in one wallet,

because if a thief gets the whole package together, they can cash

checks with your identification and run up a large credit card bill in a

short amount of time.

 Take only the credit cards you plan to use while shopping.

 When hurried or in a crowded shop, make sure you get all forms of

I.D. and credit cards returned to you before leaving.
