The heat index - how hot the air feels when temperature and humidity combine – has been in the 100 degrees range for several days recently. 

These conditions have increased ozone levels, which led the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality to issue an Air Quality Alert for the Houston, Galveston and Brazoria areas.
Elevated ozone can be a lung irritant, officials said. Officials warn people with chronic respiratory conditions, such as asthma and emphysema, as well as the elderly and small children to remain indoors in air-conditioned areas. 

All people should avoid outdoor exertion during mid day and early evening, which are peak heating periods. More scattered showers are possible early this week when the highs will be in the mid to lower 90s under mostly cloudy skies. The lows will be in the upper 70s. 
Storm Season is here!—Submitted by Mike Bass (Reprinted from MAY 2010 ENewsletter)

Remember, we live in a Hurricane Zone from June through November.  But, did you know:

-June is the highest probability for a storm to pop up in the Gulf. If one does you have much less time (24 to 48 hours versus 72 to 96 hours) to prepare than for one that comes in from the Atlantic or Yucatan. 

-Hurricane winds do not significantly dissipate for up to 100 miles inland. Thus, we can see the same strength winds that Galveston does.

-It is very hard for the weather people to predict wind velocity; so plan for one category higher than forecasted.

-We may not have to contend with “storm surge” but we do have to prepare for heavy rain, flooding ponds, high winds and the loss of power (anywhere from 2-3 days to 2-3 weeks).

Do you have a storm plan in place? Can you live without electricity, drug stores, grocery stores and gas stations for at least 3-4 days? Can you react to a smashed window to prevent water from entering your house? Do you have any dead or damaged trees or limbs that could damage your house, or that of your neighbor, when high winds send them flying (now is the time to trim or take down all dead or dying wood)?

On the Township Neighborhood Services Web Page, you have access to all kinds of Emergency Preparedness advice and material.
